TRUSTEES INFORMATION PACK – 
OBJECTS, INTERESTS AND DISQUALIFICATIONS
The objects of the Society are to educate the public by promoting, fostering interest in, exploration, research and publication on the archaeology, art, history and natural history of Wiltshire for the public benefit.
TO ACHIEVE THIS THE SOCIETY:
· Maintains a museum, library and art gallery and mounts exhibitions to stimulate and enhance appreciation of the county of Wiltshire.

· Promotes, encourages and undertakes research and publishes newsletters, an annual magazine, reports, books and other literature which are relevant to its activities.

· Provides lectures and visits on topics and places of interest, both inside and outside the county, to disseminate greater knowledge and appreciation of our heritage.

· Operates an archaeological field group which encourages members to become involved actively in archaeological fieldwork in the county.

· Employs an Education Officer who works with schools either at the Museum or by visiting them and to enhance the National Curriculum.

· Provides activities for young people to enable them to appreciate the local environment and to explore their creative powers.

TRUSTEE INDUCTION PACK
The issue is not the integrity of the trustee by the charity’s management of any potential overlap or conflict of interests.   Not all conflicts of interest are a bar to service as a trustee, that will depend on circumstances, including the size and nature of the topic under consideration.  It will often be enough for a trustee or trustees to withdraw from discussions and decisions which involved their interests (or those of a person or organisation associated with them) or to declare interests which are more general or indirect so that everyone is aware of them.

PEOPLE WHO ARE DISQUALIFIED FROM ACTING AS TRUSTEES
Trustees are expected to ensure collectively that the Board does not appoint or contain any individuals disqualified from acting as a charity trustee.  It is a criminal offence for a disqualified person to act as a trustee.

A person is disqualified from acting as a trustee if they fall under any of the following provisions, detailed in section 72 of the Charities Act 1993:

· Anyone convicted of an offence involving deception or dishonesty unless the conviction is spent.

· Anyone who is an undischarged bankrupt.

· Anyone who has previously been removed from trusteeship of a charity by the Court or the Commissioners.

· Anyone who is under a disqualification order under the Companies Act.
